Mayor Carey and Members of Council,

January is the beginning of the year, and it also marks the beginning of inspections, and
servicing of equipment used by our Firefighters. We contract an outside vendor to inspect
over 420 feet of ground ladders and two (2) 100 foot main ladders. These ladders are
tested to standards set forth by the National Fire Protection Association (NFPA). They
test strength, and proper operation of the ladders working parts, such as pulleys, locking
mechanism, and hulling ropes.

Self Contained Breathing Apparatus (SCBA) is the most vital piece of equipment a
Firefighter uses. The SCBA allows a Firefighter to work inside hazardous conditions to
extinguish a fire or save a life. The DFD maintains 50 SCBA’s and 100 individual face
mask. During the service the units are checked for defects, wear and tear, and proper
operation of the Personal Alert Safety System (PASS). The PASS is a devise attached to
the SCBA and senses movement of the Firefighter. In the event a Firefighter collapses the
movement stops the device goes into alarm and notifies other Firefighters of the trouble.
All members of the DFD are issued personal face mask to help prevent the spread of
germs. The DFD will have to replace eight (8) face masks which failed, due to cracking
in the rubber chin cups. Each face mask will cost $900.00.

We began the New Year with 77 fire / rescue emergencies in the greater Dover area. |
have include some incidents if interest.

1/2 378 Fiddlers Green Camper Fire

The DFD was alerted to the above for a Camper on fire next to the house. Car 1 with the
Chief of Department arrived to find the rear of the camper on fire with exposure to a two
story single family dwelling. Crews advanced a hand line inside the camper and quickly
extinguished the fire. Additional crew assisted with overhaul and checked for fire damage
inside the house. No fire or smoke was found inside. The scene was turned over to the
City Fire Marshall.




The DFD advised the owner of the camper to relocate the unit to curbside on Fiddlers
Green. There were extreme wind conditions on the day of the fire and there was a chance
of a rekindle. With the close proximity to two single family dwellings we felt in the best
interest of public safety to move the camper. | contacted Dover PD, Ms. Townshend, and
Councilman Ruane of the direction given to the homeowner. This was done so all parties
mention would not be taken by surprise by concerned citizens of the area.

1/26 Wal-Mart Dr. Camden High Angle Rescue

The DFD was alerted to assist Camden-Wyoming Fire Co. on a high angle rescue at the
Camden Wal-Mart. Crew arrived to find a worker trapped 60 feet in the air on a
malfunction cherry picker. The worker was removed by crew from DFD using Ladder 2 a
100 foot elevated platform. The worker was returned to the ground and check by EMS
Crews.

RECOMMENDED ACTION: Staff recommends awarding a three (3) year contract with two one-year extensions to
Underground Locating Services, LLC as per the proposal submitted in response to RFP #10-0029DPU.

BACKGROUND AND ANALYSIS

The Public Utilities are a member of Utilities Service Protection Center of Delmarva, Inc., also known as Miss Utility. This is a
call center that receives excavation requests from all parties and notifies the Utilities of locating requests in our service area.
Historically, the City of Dover Public Utilities has performed the locating function with utility employees; however, both utility
locators recently retired. To ensure that this was the least cost alternative, staff evaluated the cost of in-house personnel versus
contracting out the locating for Electric, Water, Waste-Water and Communication facilities. The extremely conservative estimate
is that the Utilities will save approximately $2,300 - $8,800 annually by contracting this service. Staff is confident the savings
will be greater because during the winter months the ticket requests decline and it is expected that two (2) contracted employees
will not be required during the slower months.

Proposals were solicited and advertised according to City Policy by the City’s Contract and Procurement Manager under RFP
#10-0029DPU and submissions were received from five (5) contractors. The proposals were evaluated based on experience,
response time, geographic knowledge, ticket management, and cost. The highest evaluated proposer was also the lowest cost
proposal. The contractor will be responsible for locating underground utilities owned by the City of Dover and will be liable for
damaged utilities due to incorrect locating. Additionally, the contractor will manage the Miss Utility ticket process, which
includes receiving the tickets directly from Miss Utility, marking the involved utilities, and entering the information on the web-
based reporting system. Dover will be responsible for providing the contractor with periodic updated prints and files of newly
installed utilities.

The proposed contract from Underground Locating Services (ULS) is for a period of three (3) years with two one-year extensions
and includes annual increase of 2% the second year, 1% the third year, 2% the fourth year, and a 1% in the fifth year. The Utility
Department has been using ULS for a few months and their performance to date has been very good.

(c) Fee and applicability.

(1) The impact fee shall be $700.00 beginning on February 1, 2008, for every additional user or additional demand to be
placed on the system where both the applicable building permit and certificate of occupancy is issued on or after
February 1, 2008. Additional users or additional demands issued an applicable building permit before February 1, 2008,
shall not pay the fee. A sales contract executed prior to February 1, 2008, for the sale of the applicable property to a
buyer who is independent of the seller may be submitted to the city manager for consideration in lieu of a building
permit issued before February 1, 2008.

(2) The impact fee shall be $1,400.00 beginning on February 1, 2009, for every additional user or additional demand to
be placed on the system where a certificate of occupancy is issued after February 1, 2009.

(3) The impact fee shall be $2,100 beginning on February 1, 2010, for every additional users or additional demand to be
placed on the system where a certificate of occupancy is issued after February 1, 2010.

(4) The impact fee shall be adjusted from time to time to reflect changing costs as a result of study of the city's water
system that will be conducted as needed, but not more frequently than every five years.

(d) EDU credit. Any connection to the city's water system will be credited with any EDUs existing on the property. As an
example, if a house with an EDU is demolished and a structure with 50 EDUs is put in its place, the owner shall pay a
water impact fee based on 49 EDUs. No EDUs shall be transferred from one property to another property, whether or
not such properties are owned by the same person, without the approval of the city council.

(e) Deferred charge. All applicants for service, which have been served by private water sources, shall be subject to a
deferred impact fee charge. Payment of the deferred impact fee charge shall not be required until such time as
connection is made directly to the city's water system. The amount of the charge shall be based on the prevailing impact
fee at the time of connection. This fee shall be in addition to any assessment, tapping fee or other costs associated with
providing service.

DIVISION 1. GENERALLY

Sec. 110-231. Definitions.

The following words, terms and phrases, when used in this article, shall have the meanings ascribed to them in this
section, except where the context clearly indicates a different meaning:

Customer means any person supplied with wastewater service by the city.

Dwelling means any single or multiple residence or apartment, including those located over business or commercial
establishments. Such term shall not include any hotel, motel or rooming house.

Lateral means a sanitary sewer line connected to the sanitary sewer main for the purposes of serving a customer.




Private sanitary sewer means any sanitary sewer not owned by the city.

Public sanitary sewer means any sanitary sewer owned by the city.

: \ ; , - a pipe or conduit for carrying sewage and wastewater
to Wthh stormwater, surface water and groundwater are not intentionally admitted.

Sewage means any combination of liquid e~waterberne and water-carried wastes originating in buildings.

Sewer main means any sewer line, other than a sewer lateral, including but not limited to sewer lines commonly called
"interceptors" and "feeders."

Wastewater means the liquid and water-carried industrial or domestic wastes, whether treated or untreated, from
dwellings, commercial buildings, industrial facilities and institutions, together with any stormwater, surface water
and groundwater that may be present though not intentionally admitted, which is contributed into or permitted to
enter the sanitary sewer.

Wastewater system and sanitary sewer system shall be interchangeable for the purposes of this code.

Bills for sewerrental wastewater system usage shall be rendered in conjunction with bills for city
water service for those persons using both city water and publicsewers wastewater systems.

(c) Water rules apply. Discounts, service charges, payment of service charges, discontinuance of service and penalties
applying to city water rates shall also apply to public sewer wastewater rates and service.

Any cess
pool, septic system, drainage field, or the like that is determined to be in a state of disrepair must be addressed in
accordance with the State of Delaware Department of Natural Resources and Environmental Control.

DIVISION 3. WASTEWATER COLLECTION IMPACT FEES

Sec. 110-281. Definitions.

EDU(s) means equivalent dwelling unit(s).
GPD means gallons per day.

Sec. 110-282. Establishment of equivalent dwelling units.

(a) Determination for residential dwellings. Whenever by ordinance or by contract the city imposes or assesses
wastewater collection and transmission charges or fees on the basis of EDUs, an EDU shall be determined as defined in
the most recent impact fee ordinance adopted by the Levy Court of the county. An EDU for a residential dwelling shall
be determined as follows:

(1) Houses, dwellings, mobile homes and apartments with one kitchen and one or more baths and bedrooms separate
from the kitchen ... 1.0 EDU
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(2) Efficiency unit or cottage having a living space in one room and having one bath ... 1.0 EDU

(3) Dwelling with one kitchen and one or more baths and bedrooms separate from the kitchen and attached to other
dwellings or structures ... 1.0 EDU

(b) Determination for nonresidential establishments. Whenever the city imposes or assesses wastewater collection and
transmission charges or fees on the basis of EDUs, the number of EDUs to be charged shall be determined using the
appropriate specific assessment as defined in the most recent impact fee ordinance adopted by the Levy Court of the
county. When users propose to discharge wastewater under circumstances other than the specific assessments defined
by the county, the city's impact fee shall be calculated by the city engineer based on flow in GPD. In such cases where
the impact fee is calculated by flow, each EDU shall be equal to 366 250 GPD.

(c) Minimum assignment. A minimum of one EDU will be assigned to each establishment connecting to the system. No
fractional parts of EDUs will be assigned. The number of EDUs shall be rounded up to the nearest whole number of
EDUs.

(d) No assignment. If an establishment does not have any physical facilities which have a load producing an effect on
the city's wastewater collection and transmission system, then the number of EDUs assigned to it shall be zero.

(e) Maximum assignment. The city shall in no case charge an impact fee based on more than 100 EDUs per certificate
of occupancy.

Sec. 110-283. Wastewater collection and transmission impact fee established; payment, credits.

(@) Findings, etc. It is hereby determined that additional users to be connected to the city wastewater collection and
transmission system will cause a reduction in presently existing excess capacity and will eventually contribute to the
need to expand the city's wastewater collection and transmission system. Such additional users should contribute
capital to be used for the expansion of the city's wastewater collection and transmission system. The city's engineers
have determined that the calculation methods and procedures in the most recent impact fee ordinance adopted by the
Levy Court of the county will be used to establish wastewater collection and transmission impact fees for additional
users based on the number of EDUs. A copy of this ordinance is on file with the city. A comprehensive study of the city's
wastewater collection and transmission system was completed and a master plan developed for the orderly expansion
of the city's wastewater collection and transmission system (Whitman, Requardt and Associates, "City of Dover,
Delaware, Wastewater System Master Plan," July 1987). It is in the best interest of the city and users of the city's
wastewater collection system to establish an impact fee. A study of the city's wastewater collection and transmission
system will be conducted as needed and the master plan updated accordingly, but not more frequently than every five
years.

(b) Payment. Every additional user to be connected to the city's wastewater collection and transmission system,
whether within the city's boundaries or outside the city's boundaries, and receiving service through contract directly
with the city, shall pay an impact fee based on the amount of EDUs to be generated by such use. Commercial users, at
the time of plan submittal, must submit their proposed fixture unit schedule for the construction. The purpose of the
impact fee and the standard by which its amount is determined is as a contribution of capital toward the expansion of
the city's wastewater collection and transmission system. The impact fee shall be adjusted from time to time to reflect
changing costs and it shall be in addition to all other charges and assessments made in connection with the furnishing of
wastewater collection and transmission service. The amount of the wastewater collection and transmission impact fee
shall be as adopted by the city council, and such amount shall be kept in a separate, interest-earning expansion account
and shall be used only for costs associated with the expansion of the city's wastewater collection and transmission
system. This impact fee shall be in addition to any assessment or tapping fee.

(c) EDU credit. Any connection to the city's wastewater collection and transmission system will be credited with any
EDUs existing on the property. As an example, if a house with an EDU is demolished and a structure with 50 EDUs is put
in its place, the owner shall pay a sewer impact fee based on 49 EDUs. No EDUs shall be transferred from one property
to another property, whether or not such properties are owned by the same person, without the approval of the city
council.
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(d) Deferred charge. All applicants for service, which have been served by either private individual wastewater disposal
systems or private wastewater treatment plants, shall be subject to a deferred impact fee charge. Payment of the
deferred impact fee charge shall not be required until such time as connection is made directly to the city's wastewater
collection and transmission system. The amount of the charge shall be based on the prevailing impact fee at the time of
connection. This fee shall be in addition to any assessment to the tapping fee.
